At $19bn, X’s valuation now less than
half of what Musk spent to acquire it

San Francisco, Oct 31
(IANS) X Corp has seen its
valuation drop to $19 billion
-- less than half of which
Elon Musk bought the so-
cial media platform for $44
billion last year.  Employ-
ees at X (formerly Twitter)
were on Monday awarded
equity in the company at a
valuation of $19 billion, or
$45 per share, according to
internal documents ac-
cessed by The Verge.  That
price is a massive 55 per
cent drop to Musk’s origi-
nal purchase price.  “The
fair market value per share
is determined by the Board
of Directors based on a
number of factors in a man-
ner that complies with ap-
plicable tax rules,” accord-
ing to the documents. The
type of equity X is giving

employees is called “re-
stricted stock units”, or
RSUs.  These RSUs are
earned over a period of
four years from their grant
date and require a “liquidi-
ty event,” such as an IPO
or sale of the company, to
be taxed as income, ac-
cording to the report.  The
social media platform pre-
viously offered employees
stock in March at a $20 bil-
lion valuation.  In July, the
X owner posted that X is
“still negative cash flow”
due to a “50 per cent drop
in advertising revenue plus
heavy debt load.” “Need to
reach positive cash flow
before we have the luxury
of anything else,” he add-
ed. The Tesla and SpaceX
CEO took over the micro-
blogging platform in a $44
billion acquisition in Octo-
ber last year that included
about $13 billion in debt.

OpenAI's ChatGPT downloads,
app revenue continue to grow:
Report

San Francisco, Oct 31 (IANS) ChatGPT’s
downloads and revenue continue to grow and
OpenAI's AI chatbot reached 23 million down-
loads (as of September).

In its first month on the Apple App Store in
May, it crossed 3.9 million downloads and reached
15.1 million by June, according to an analysis of
the AI app market by Apptopia, reports
TechCrunch.In addition, ChatGPT’s usage on
mobile devices has grown from just over 1.34
million monthly active users in May to now 38.88
million as of September the report
mentioned.ChatGPT’s mobile app is outpacing
much of the AI chatbot market by consumer
spending.“It grew from $352,929 during the month
of its launch to reach $1.98 million as of Septem-
ber and nearly $2.39 million as of October 24”,
the report said.ChatGPT developer OpenAI is
reportedly going to make $1.3 billion in revenue
this year, according to its CEO Sam
Altman.Microsoft-backed AI company is appar-
ently generating more than $100 million per
month, up 30 per cent from earlier this year, re-
ports The Information, citing sources.

Onion prices in Kolkata double in
a week

Kolkata, Oct 31 (IANS) Prices of onions in
Kolkata have doubled in the past one week to be
sold at Rs 75-80 a kilogram in the retail markets.

Just a week back, the rates were between Rs
35 and Rs 40 per kilogram.

The recent surge in prices has left even the
members of the task force of the state govern-
ment constituted for keeping the prices of essen-
tial commodities in the retail market, perplexed.

Probably, said a member of the task forces,
the double-factor of lesser supply and sudden
spurt in the demand for the product during the

last two weeks be-
cause of the festive
season might be the
reason for this sudden
doubling of price in the
retail markets.The task
force members appre-
hend that while there is
not much possibility of
the softening of the

price of onion during the current month, appre-
hensions of further northward movement in price
of the product are there because of the forthcom-
ing festivals of Kali Puja, Diwali and Bhai Fota
(Bhai Dooj) festivals.Meanwhile, the state gov-
ernment sources said that there might be an at-
tempt on part of the state government to keep
the prices of onions in the retail markets under
control through the release of the state govern-
ment's own stock of the product.

Zerodha's Kite suffers technical
glitch, users complain on X

New Delhi, Oct 31 (IANS) A number of users
of brokerage firm Zerodha on Tuesday took to X,
complaining about the technical glitch related to
order placement, with orders not being executed
and other problems, such as orders not exiting
on the trading platform Kite.

According to the outage monitoring website
Downdetector, about 111 reports were registered,
largely from Nagpur, Mumbai, and Delhi.

About 73 per cent of users had issues with
trading, 28 per cent had problems with the web-
site, and 3 per cent had issues with login.

Users turn to X to went out their frustration
when they were not able to trade due to the
glitch."#zerodha where is trade ... Executed but
not showing in position," a user wrote."Again,
Glitch in #Zerodha..... Order Executed .... but
Trade not showing in Position section," another
user said.One more user held Zerodha account-
able for the losses, stating, "Because of Zerodha's
server issue, my positions haven't been visible
for 10 minutes, causing me losses. Your team
claims they can't do anything about it. Is it not
your responsibility?".

UP in high spirits as excise
revenue soars

Lucknow, Oct 31 (IANS) Uttar Pradesh is in
high spirits. The state has recorded excise reve-
nue generation of Rs 42, 250 crore in FY23 -- a
threefold increase from Rs 14,000 crore record-
ed in 2017-18, the year BJP and Yogi Adityanath
came to power.  UP has surpassed Karnataka
when it comes to liquor revenue to become num-
ber one. But like Karnataka, UP has no Bengalu-
ru, the IT hub and home to high-earning youth
who are regular bar hoppers and host house par-
ties. “Karnataka is now a distant second. Our pol-
icy completely moved the industry from a license
fee-based system to consumption-based system
to break the monopoly. We also restricted the
number of shops to two per person. The allot-
ment pattern was changed to the e-lottery sys-
tem from the earlier auction-based model. We
have used technology to put track and trace sys-
tems in place,” said Senthil Pandiyan, Excise
Commissioner.The amendment in the excise pol-
icy by the UP government has overthrown the
monopoly of the big players and has made it pos-
sible for small business persons to enter the li-
quor field, says Aggarwal.The state excise de-
partment has reported a revenue growth of 16
per cent during the first six months of the previ-
ous fiscal year.
