Deepak Jasani, Head of Retail Research,
HDFC Securities said Nifty ended the first day of
the week on January 29 with its biggest single-
day gain since December 4 with heavyweight
Reliance Industries contributing the most to the
gains.At close, Nifty was up 1.80 per cent or 385
points at 21737.6. Nifty rose sharply on January
29 forming a long bull candle. 21851-21970 could
be the next resistance band for the Nifty while
21482 could act as a support.Buildup ahead of
the vote on account seems to have started. This
upmove can be used for selectively reducing
weight in individual stocks that have run up too
fast, he said.

Microsoft introduces more
protections to AI tool that
created Taylor Swift deepfakes

San Francisco, Jan 30 (IANS) Microsoft has
introduced more protections to its AI text-to-im-
age generation tool Designer that users were util-
ising to create nonconsensual sexual images of
celebrities.

The changes come after AI-generated nude
images of American singer-songwriter Taylor Swift
that went viral on X last week came from 4chan
and a Telegram channel where people were us-
ing Designer to create AI-generated images of
celebrities, reports 404 Media.

"We are investigating these reports and are
taking appropriate action to address them," a
Microsoft spokesperson was quoted as
saying."Our Code of Conduct prohibits the use
of our tools for the creation of adult or non-con-
sensual intimate content, and any repeated at-
tempts to produce content that goes against our
policies may result in loss of access to the ser-
vice. We have large teams working on the devel-
opment of guardrails and other safety systems
in line with our responsible AI principles," it
added.Microsoft stated that an ongoing investi-
gation was unable to confirm whether the imag-
es of Swift on X were created using Designer.
However, the company is continuing to strength-
en its text filtering prompts and address the mis-
use of its services, the report mentioned.

NTPC inks pact for green
hydrogen project in Maharashtra

New Delhi, Jan 30 (IANS) NTPC Green En-
ergy Limited (NGEL) has signed a Memorandum
of Understanding (MoU) with the Maharashtra
Government for the development of Green Hy-
drogen and derivatives (Green Ammonia, Green
Methanol) of up to 1 million tonnes capacity per
annum, the public sector power giant said on
Tuesday. The plan includes Pump Hydro Projects
of 2 GW and development of renewable energy
projects with or without storage up to 5 GW in
the state. NTPC has plans to build renewable
energy capacity of 60 GW by 2032, according to
the company statement.

The MoU forms part of Green Investment Plan
of the Maharshtra government in the next five
years and envisages a potential investment of
approximately Rs 80, 000 crore.

7 GW under implementation.The MoU was ex-
changed between Mohit Bhargava, Chief Exec-
utive Officer, NGEL and Narayan Karad, Deputy
Secretary (Energy), Maharashtra in the presence
of the Chief Minister, Deputy CM and other se-
nior officials.

1.14 lakh startups generate more
than 12 lakh jobs in India: FinMin

New Delhi, Jan 30
(IANS) More than 1.14
lakh startups in India have
created over 12 lakh jobs
so far, the Finance Minis-
try said in its latest review
of the Indian economy.

In the report titled, ‘The
Indian Economy: A Review
January 2024’, the Depart-
ment of Economic Affairs
said that the 1.14 lakh star-
tups recognised by the
government under the
'Startup India initiative’ cre-
ated more than 12 lakh
jobs (as of October 2023).

The state-owned e-
commerce platform Open
Network for Digital Com-
merce (ONDC) clocked
more than 63 lakh trans-
actions till November
2023, the document read.

Despite facing global
challenges in 2023 like
valuation issues, few
IPOs, regulatory changes
and macroeconomic and
geopolitical trends, India
remains the third largest
tech start-up ecosystem
globally, with over 950
tech startups founded last
year.The cumulative fund-
ing for more than 31,000
tech start ups has exceed-
ed $70 billion (from 2019
to 2023), according to a
recent report by Nasscom
in collaboration with Zin-
nov.

“In 2023, despite fac-
ing global economic and
regulatory challenges, In-
dian tech startups have
prioritised the imperative
of enhancing their busi-
ness fundamentals, driv-
ing profitability and
growth,” said Debjani

Bajaj Finance shares slump more
than 4 per cent after quarterly results

New Delhi, Jan 30
(IANS) Bajaj Finance
shares slumped more than
4 per cent on Tuesday on
elevated credit costs from
B2C businesses and NIM
contraction.

Bajaj Finance shares
are trading at Rs 6855,
down 4.63 per cent on
BSE. The stock is the top
loser in the BSE Sensex.

Motilal Oswal Financial
Services said in a report
that 3QFY24 NIM declined
25bp QoQ to 12.4% while
the reported NIM contract-
ed 10bp QoQ. We model
a NIM compression of
20bp in FY25 due to the
expected rise in the cost
of borrowings and difficul-
ty in passing on any fur-
ther interest rate hikes to
customers.

The report pointed to a
minor deterioration in as-
set quality with credit costs

elevated. Credit costs
were higher due to elevat-
ed Rural B2C delinquen-
cies and lower collection
efficiencies in Urban B2C
segment.

Customer acquisitions
and the new loan trajecto-
ry have been strong. The
momentum will only get
stronger going ahead, with
the digital ecosystem –
app, web platform, and
full-stack payment offer-

ings – in place. BAF
should be able to offset the
NIM compression in FY25
with lower operating cost
ratios. Our EPS estimates
are largely unchanged, the
report said.

JM Financial Institu-
tional Securities said in a
report that Bajaj Finance's
3QFY24 PAT at Rs
36.4bn, grew +22% YoY, a
tad below our estimates of
Rs 37.7bn. Revenue mo-

mentum remained strong
(despite regulatory em-
bargo on certain products
post Nov’23) with NII at Rs
76.7bn, +29% YoY and
overall Net revenues grew

Fidelity further marks down
Meesho valuation to $3.5 bn

New Delhi, Jan 30
(IANS) Global investment
firm Fidelity has further
marked down the value of
its holding in social com-
merce platform Meesho,
to $3.5 billion.  Fidelity had
recently cut the valuation of
Meesho to $4.1 billion from
$5 billion, in a regulatory fil-
ing with the US' Securities
and Exchange Commission
(SEC). According to Tech-
Crunch, the latest valuation
adjustment follows a sec-
ondary sale transaction late
last year. That sale valued
Meesho at $3.5 billion.
"Based on Fidelity filings, the

number of shares held and
the current number of total
outstanding fully diluted
shares, the valuation is as-
sessed at $3.5 billion," a
company spokesperson
said in a statement. "The in-
crease in the number of out-
standing shares, notably
due to the ESOP pool ex-
pansion, could have contrib-
uted to this valuation shift,"
the spokesperson added.

Apple App Store changes 'a step in
the wrong direction': Microsoft

San Francisco, Jan 30 (IANS) After Epic Games CEO
Tim Sweeney and Spotify CEO Daniel Ek, Microsoft has
also criticised Apple App Store changes in the EU, call-
ing those "a step in the wrong direction."   The new App
Store changes, announced ahead of the EU Digital Mar-
kets Act in March, will require developers using third-
party app stores to pay 0.50 euro for each annual app
install after 1 million downloads.Apple will also still take
a 17 per cent commission from the developers who
choose to use third-party payment processors."We be-
lieve constructive conversations drive change and
progress towards open platforms and greater competi-
tion," said Microsoft Xbox president Sarah Bond in a post
on X. Bond is responsible for overseeing all of Microsoft's
Xbox platform and hardware work. Epic CEO Sweeney
has labeled Apple's App Store changes as "hot garbage,"
and said that "Apple's plan to thwart Europe's new Digi-
tal Markets Act law is a devious new instance of Mali-
cious Compliance."X owner Elon Musk said these chang-
es are "very concerning".
